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2022 AUSTRALIAN PRIDE IN SPORT AWARDS — COVID-19 SAFETY MEASURES

ACON'’s Pride Inclusion Programs together with Showtime Events Centre are committed to hosting a safe event for
all those in attendance, following the advice from relevant State, Federal and National Medical Authorities with the
subsequent measures in place:
